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How Child's Play Selects Material:

This year CHILD'S PLAY actors will read thousands of new stories and poems by children. Finding ones that
we will perform is a treasure hunt, with great rewards. Briefly, here are some of the elements we look for
during the reading process.

Child Guidelines:

You can write about anything. It can be serious or funny or silly or sad or...you get the picture!

You can write a story, a poem, an essay, a play, or a song. You can make it as long as you want or as short as
you want.

We love drawings and artwork. Please send them with your story or poem. (We also want to listen to your
songs and even watch your movies! Submit them to us and maybe we'll put them into our plays.)

If you are sending your work in the mail, write as clearly and neatly as you can. Have your classmates read
your writing for good handwriting and spelling. Make sure you check your spelling if you are sending your
story online too!

Remember, you are the writer. That means no copying from a book, story you’re studying in class, your
neighbor, a television show, or a movie you’ve just seen.

Teacher Guidelines:

Encourage your students to be as creative and original as possible. Here are some elements to what we
would view as an ideal story or poem for theatrical adaptation.

STRONG STORY LINE Stories with a well-defined beginning, middle, and end are essential. Given a well-
constructed and imaginative plot, our actors can develop additional dialogue and action, expanding and
adding detail to the original work.

COLORFUL CHARACTERS For actors, the most exciting characters to portray are those that are clearly defined
by the author. We enjoy authors who provide detailed character descriptions, including their dress, manner,
likes, dislikes, relationships, etc.

DIALOGUE Many children have a talent for natural-sounding dialogue. In writing conversations for their
characters, they often reveal much about themselves.

MORAL OR THEMATIC STATEMENT Our goal is to educate as well as to entertain. Many of the lessons we
teach are from authors themselves. We appreciate stories where we can communicate a moral or thematic
point the young writer feels strongly about.

TOPICALITY We are delighted to find stories that include children's thoughts on current world and national
problems or events. They often provide unique solutions and perspectives on so-called adult matters.



STAGING REQUIREMENTS This refers to the physical production of the new plays. Influencing factors are:
number of characters, actors, scenes and settings; special props, costumes or set needs; opportunities for
adding music or dance; and audience participation segments.

LIFE THROUGH A CHILD'S EYES When writing, children often reveal much more about themselves and their
feelings than they realize. Their stories are influenced by their upbringing, environment, social and economic
stature, prejudices, etc. Works which demonstrate these influences or express the child's individual view of
the world are an important part of CHILD'S PLAY.

One Monster After Another
Study Guide for Teachers

Local sponsors have scheduled Child's Play Touring Theatre to perform for your students
in afew months, and we thought you might like to know more about us and what we do.
To help make this a fun and motivational experience, we have provided materials to
assist you and your students in the preparation and follow up of the show.

What is Child's Play Touring Theatre?

Child's Play Touring Thesatre is a professional traveling theatre for young audiences that
performs stories and poems written by children, transforming young writers manuscripts
into plays, songs, and dances. Every year, the company performs the works of hundreds
of young poets, essayists, playwrights and short story writers from classrooms just like
yours.

Child's Play combines the imagination of children and the craftsmanship of professional
theatre artists. Using characters, narration and dialogue created by young authors, the
actors of Child's Play Touring Theatre add songs, mime, music, sound effects, props and
costumes to fashion a complete show. A lively pace, energetic performances, and lots of
audience participation keep the children involved throughout the presentation

A Child's Play performarce can spark the writing program in your classroom, as well as
open doors to discussion, writing, and theatre activities. As children watch our actors
performing literature written by other children, they become very excited about their own
potential aswriters. They say, "I can do that too!"

What can | doto preparefor the show...
The best way for you to prepare your students for a Child's Play performance isto
let them know that thisis a show written by kids - kids just like them!
Tak about the vocabulary of the theatre. Discuss the roles of the actors, a
musical director, the set, a script, etc.
Ask how many students have seen aplay. Have them share their experiences.
Let the children know that they should feel free to clap if they like the actors or
something that happens on the stage. At this performance, they will be asked to
sing along, make movements, or even come on stage to help the actors.

Following you will find a few suggestions for follow-up activities in your classroom.



THE MISSING BREW
By: Jay, 6th Grade
Black Magnet School, Chicago, IL

The Halloween spirits and witches are worried because someone has stolen the magic
brew. Without it, Halloween night isruined! Little Weegie Witch has to save Halloween
by solving the mystery of her mother's missing brew. It takes some clever detective work
to uncover the Brew Bandit's true identity.

Discussion and Activitiesfor Everyone
- Children are amused by silly names. Let the children make up as many ghot,

goblin and ghoul names as possible. Then, have the whole class vote on the top
three.

Cook a REAL brew as a specia treat. Put in vegetables, meat, ard spices. Let all
the witches and ghosts enjoy the finished product!

Discussion and Activitiesfor Younger Students
Pay "Hide the Brew.” Designate an object (or create one) to represent Mama
Witch's brew. Have one student be Weegie and let him or her ask questions and
guess who is hiding the magic brew. If the child guesses wrong, he or she must
st down and the person they chose becomes Weegie.

L et the students imagine what it would be like to be a ghost. What would they
do? Who would they haunt? Have them write about it.

Discussion and Activitiesfor Older Students
- Discuss the Salem Witch Trials. Have the students find out what they were, when
they occurred and who was involved. They could discover what kinds of
superstitious thinking led to the trials. Perhaps each student could find out one
interesting fact about that historical incident. Share and discuss the results.

Learn as aclasswhat it takes to be a detective. Read a good detective novel out
loud and have the kids try and figure out the mystery. What do modern day
detectives do? Perhaps a police detective could talk to the children about the
steps involved in solving a mystery.

THE OUTSIDE LOOKING IN

This toe-tapping monster musical will teach the children why it's so hard to be a monster
today. They are treated differently and being left out makes them feel blue...

Discussion and Activitiesfor Everyone



Have the students write apoem or ajingle. Try putting it to music. Have the
whole class sing aong.

Ask the students to write about a time when they felt left out because they were
differentand didn't fit in. Talk about the importance of making everyone feel
welcome. Have them come up with some ways to make others feel included.

Discussion and Activitiesfor Younger Students
Play Duck, Duck, GHOST!

Make little monster friends for the kids to take home with them. Use construction
paper or other materials. They can also name there own monsters.

Have the children write down ways to be a good friend to others. Share the
answers.

Discussion and Activitiesfor Older Students
Kids are interested in all kinds of exotic creatures. Lead a discussion about wild
animals that are often alone and do not travel in families or packs. Let them
imagine and write about what it would be like to be one of these creatures. How
would they amuse themselves day to day?

Talk about musicians, concentrating on composers. Discuss the steps in which a
songwriter creates a tune and adds the lyrics. What kind of career do these
professionals have? Tak about the type of jobs one could have in the music or
dramatic industries.

Write a story as a class about a morster who felt left out for one reason or
another.

FRIENDLY MONSTER

Little Debbie doesn’t follow her mothers advice and finds herself in the deep dark forest.
She meets her greatest fear - the Boogie Man - who actually boogies! Singing and
dancing his way into her heart he helps Debbie let go of her fear and he leads her out of
the deep dark forest.

Discussion and Activitiesfor Everyone
Ask the students to write about some of the things they are most fearful of and
why?

Lead adiscussion about things that the student’ s parents think they are ready to
do, but the students don't feel ready for.



Discussion and Activitiesfor Younger Students
- Ask the students to draw there image of a scary and friendly monster.

As aclass discuss what a friendly monster would sound and look like, and what a
scary monster would sound and look like. Then decide how they would dance.

Play Monster Tag! The one person who is “it” chases everyone else as a monster,
by using the body and voice. As people are tagged, they too become monsters.
The game ends when everyone isamonster! The game can then be reversed until
everyone is back to normal.

Discussion and Activitiesfor Older Students
Lead adiscussion about some things their parents would not let themdo, because
they thought they were not old enough.

CRITIQUESAND REVIEWS

Encourage your students to become theatre critics. They can write their reviews of our
show on the review sheets provided. It can be done as an assignment or just for fun.
Think about publishing opposing viewpoints in a school newsletter. And of course, we
are always thrilled to receive constructive criticism from our toughest audience! Send
stories, drawings, letters, and reviews to:
