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FAQ -- Virtual Field Trips and Live-Stream Assemblies 
 
 
1). How do I purchase a virtual field trip or live-stream assembly? 
 Step 1- Go to website, https://artsonstage-pressplay.square.site/ 
  

Step 2- Click onto “Virtual Field Trip” or “Live-Stream Assembly” on the  navigation bar. 
 

Step 3 - Click on the show that you are interested in. You can learn more about what is 
included in the purchase by clicking “Learn More” under each show. 

 
Step 4 - Cost is dependent on the number of viewers. Fill out “Request for a Quote” to 
get a customized quote that will be emailed to you. 
 
Step 5 - You will be able to “Accept” the Quote once it is emailed to you. The quote will 
be instantly converted into an invoice. 
 
Step 6- Virtual Field Trips: Once purchased, links and codes will be emailed to you. 

 Live-Stream Assemblies: Once date and time is accepted by the performers, 
an email will be sent with directions. Payment for a Live-Stream assembly will be the day 
after the assembly. 

 
2). How can I show this to my students at home? 

Once the teacher receives the link to the performance he/she can pick a time and use 
the screen share option on their school's virtual platform to view the performance with 
their grade. 
 

4). When I purchase a Virtual Field Trip, how long do I have to watch it? 
You can purchase for a certain season…”Fall/Winter” = September - Dec 31, 2021 or 
“Winter/Spring” = January 1, 2022 - May 31, 2022 
 

5). Do we need to watch the shows, and complete the activities in one day? 
 No, once purchased the performances and activities are fully accessible for the “season” 
you chose.
